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The Acorn Children’s Centre sited in the Trinity area of Halstead is operating from a

building dating from the 1920s. In its time, it has been a Parish building and used as a
school hall.

The Centre is due to open in April 2008 and will be managed by national charity
4Children. It will deliver a range of services for children, young people and families.

This leaflet lists a number of ways that families can access services in the meantime,
before they are accessible from the Children’s Centre.
